PERTH AMBOY - The Janu-
ary 3rd Board of Education
ended with board members
bitterly deriding each other’s
competencies and alliances
although the meeting had a
simple and straightforward
agenda — to publicly interview
four candidates for a vacated
seat (previously held by Mr.
Eric Rodgers).  Ultimately,
Ms. Janelle Rodriguez was
appointed and took her place
on the Board but she will have
to run in the Board elections
coming this April.

Before we review the meet-
ing in its entirety, did you
know that you can watch
these meetings (as well as

City Council meetings) via
live streaming video on your
computer at home — just go
to http://paps.net/domain/202
and it will be like sitting in
the audience (except you can’t
join in for the public comment
portion.) In a few days, a tape
of the January 3rd Board of Ed
meeting will be posted so you
can watch it at your leisure.
The meeting commenced
with none of the board mem-
bers having a copy of the
interview questions for the
candidates. = Misunderstand-
ing between President Samuel
Lebreault and Secretary Derek
Jess regarding the process for
creating, adding to and dis-

seminating the questions be-
forehand, resulted in no one
having a copy of the six ques-
tions except Mr. Jess, who
handed them to the Board At-
torney, Isabel Machado, so she
could read the questions aloud.
Because the topic was raised,
new questions that the Board
wanted to ask at the moment
were allowed. Here is the re-
sulting tabulation of the gist
of the candidate responses to
the six standard questions and
then the additional questions
posed by the various board
members.

South Amboy

No Major Changes for

South Amboy Council in 2012
Temporary Budget Adopted

SOUTH AMBOY - During
the annual South Amboy re-
organization meeting, the
council voted to retain Joseph
Connors as council president
and named Mark Noble as
vice president for the 2012
fiscal year.

Councilman Connors’ nomi-
nation was motioned by coun-
cilman William Schwarick
and seconded by councilman
Donald Applegate. It will be
his second term as council
president after Fred Henry
left the seat to become Mayor
in 2010.

“I’d like to thank the coun-
cil people for naming me as
council president,” Connors
said during his opening com-
ments. “I also thank them for
showing confidence in me
and I thank everyone for com-
ing out tonight.”

Councilman Noble, who
was not in attendance for the
reorganization meeting, will
retain his seat as council Vice
President. This will also be is
second term, as he acquired
his at-large seat in 2010 with
councilman Connors.

Councilman Schwarick also
returned to the council after
recovering from a success-
ful surgery. Mayor Henry ac-
knowledged his return in his
opening comments.

“I’d like to congratulate
councilman Connors and
councilman Noble on being
named president and vice
president, and I'd also like
to welcome back councilman
Schwarick as it’s good to see

you again,” Henry said.

Once the reorganization was
complete, the council adopted
resolution 1-2012 which dealt
with the temporary budget
for the 2012 fiscal year. The
2012 budget, minus princi-
pal and interest, will decrease
from $3,651,226 in 2011 to
$3,639,400 this year.

One of the biggest changes
in the budget will be in un-
employment insurance, which
will have zero cash compared
to the $25,000 it received last
year. However, other expenses
in the Financial Administra-
tion will jump from $2,000 in
2011 to $18,000 in 2012. The
total budget, which includes
interest and notes, comes to
$5,371,105 compared to the
$8,962,452 budget South Am-
boy had in 2011.

The next council meeting
will be held on January 18,
2012 at 7:00 PM.

PERTH AMBOY - “To Cast
a Freedman’s Vote”: How a
Handyman from Perth Am-
boy Made Civil Rights His-
tory. On March 31, 1870,
Perth Amboy resident Thom-
as Mundy Peterson dropped
a ballot into a box. It was a
simple action that took, per-
haps, all of a second or two.
Yet, in that moment, Peterson
made history as the first Af-
rican American to vote under
the 15th Amendment to the
United States Constitution.
Many factors had conspired
to make that moment possible,
from the bloody Civil War to
surprisingly progressive local
attitudes. “To Cast a Freed-
man’s Vote”: How a Handy-
man from Perth Amboy Made
Civil Rights History is a new
presentation by historian, au-
thor and lecturer
Gordon Bond. It explores who
this man was, how he came to
cast his historic vote and what
happened afterward. This talk
summarizes the work done by
himself and other NJ histori-
ans to
tell Peterson’s story. It is a
study in race relations that
resonates with us even today.
Gordon Bond is the ePublish-
er of Garden State Legacy, a
free online quarterly maga-
zine dedicated to New Jersey
history. Its website, www.
GardenStateLegacy.com, in-
cludes many free resources
for the history and historic
preservation communities. He
is also the author of the book,
“James Parker: A Printer on
the Eve of Revolution” and
is working with The History
Press
on a book tentatively titled,
“North Jersey Footnotes: Tan-
gential Tales and Hidden His-
tory,” due out in the Spring of
2012. He is a proud native of
the Garden State and presently
lives with his wife, Stephanie
Hoagland, and their two cats,
Daisy and Onslow, in Union
Township.

Question 3: What is your
proposal for the low per-
forming schools on the
NJ ASK test

We need a strategic plan for
staff, superintendent and stu-
dents, not just to improve test
scores. We need to promoted
civics and parenting and to
meet all the needs of all stu-
dents. We need to be an ac-
culturated community, not
just Latino or white or black.

Test scores are a problem. Stu-
dents are distracted. I teach 2 or
3-timers, who have a lot of dis-
tractions and it is hard to fight this.
I’ve taught troubled youth from
Elizabeth, Newark and Plainfield
and they were able to pass a test |
gave at a prep school. Their lives
are so filled with distractions that
its very hard for them to funciton.
I think I saved a few.

We have to develop the strong
parts of the low performing
schools and identify the op-
portunities in specific areas
and create an action plan.
Then, I would support the
BOE vision and respectfully
challenge it to improve it

In Plain Sight

January has rolled around
and with the new year one
often makes resolutions - #1
on the list - lose weight. I've
been a member of the YMCA
since it opened . Growing up
in Perth Amboy in the ‘70’s
and ‘80’s I learned to swim in
the Metuchen YMCA because
the Perth Amboy YMCA was
old and the pool there was
old as well and the facilities
needed an overhaul. My par-
ents thought the Metuchen
YMCA was nicer back then.
Then in the late ‘90’s the
Perth Amboy YMCA burned
down and what little facili-
ties that Perth Amboy had
was gone and Perth Amboy
had nothing for years. I was
thrilled when the new YMCA
was built and finally opened
on December 1, 2008. I was
even more thrilled when the
pools opened one year later.

What is disappointing to me
is the amount of people that
tell me that they have never
even set foot in the building
and worse they never even
thought about it. The “Y” of-
fers 2 pools (one recreation
- one competition), two car-
dio fitness rooms, an exercise
room, weight lifting facility,
Basketball Courts, Spinning
Rooms and an Indoor Track
and much more. For a mini-
mal cost anyone can join (res-
ident or non-resident). The
“Y” has something for every-
one ages 2 to 102. Presently
the “Y” has over 7000 mem-
bers, 1400 of which are under
age 17.

I love to swim, so my fa-
vorite part of the “Y” are the
pools. (I use the Competition
pool). The Competition pool

is huge (12 lanes). The Com-
petition Pool is utilized by the
Perth  Amboy High School
Swim Team and the St. Jo-
seph’s High School Swim
Team and other swim teams
as well. They have swim
meets there sometimes with
over 1000 people at the “Y”
at once. The smaller recre-
ation pool is only 4 feet deep
so even if you can’t swim you
can enjoy the facility. The
“Y” offers classes for those of
you who can’t swim (adults
and kids) or for those of you
a little more advanced there’s
the Master’s Swim Class .
People come from as far as
Somerset, Middletown and
Red Bank just to use the Perth
Amboy YMCA pool.

Say you have no interest in
swimming? The “Y” offers
classes in aerobics, body-
flow, kickboxing, zumba, wa-
ter aerobics - even belly danc-
ing. You can even have your
own personal trainer if you
want (for an additional cost).
There’s also a playground for
the kids. If you just like to
walk there is an indoor track
for those rainy days.

Some of these programs cost
a little extra (many are free to
members) but they are worth
it if you are interested. So if
you are committed to keeping
that #1 New Year’s resolution
(lose weight- remember) or
you just want to get into or
stay in shape, if you haven’t
already check out your own
backyard and enjoy what
Perth Amboy has to offer. It’s
a beautiful facility. Enjoy it.

It is interesting how during
election time, many candidates
come out of the woodwork
looking for your vote.

Many city
officials and citizens verbally
offered praise to Perth Amboy
Happy Home Shelter, but none
stepped forth to speak up for
and support us in public, dur-
ing our attempt to offer a solu-
tion to better our City Animal
KILL shelter. Not one city of-
ficial spent time with the kitties
and doggies during our weekly
adoptions. Not one city repre-
sentative asked to hear what it
is that we do on a daily basis to
get the animals off the streets,
spayed/neutered and adopted.
I personally offered many so-
lutions and a year later, the
City of Perth Amboy still has
not put together a Low-Cost
Spay/Neuter program for the
citizens of Perth Amboy. The
animals need the community
“leaders” help and no one is
listening to the one group of
people who are working in the
trenches day in and day out.
There hasn’t even been one
city official that has made a
donation of pet food or a mon-

etary donation to benefit Perth
Amboy’s voiceless babies.

I am challenging those who
are running for election to pay
close attention to the needs of
this community, when it comes
to the animals and how our city
shelter is being operated. The
animals are being killed un-
necessarily because the shelter
and its resources are being un-
derutilized. By now our City
Shelter should have someone
who is Bilingual, when our
city is predominantly Latino.
Our students should be vol-
unteering on a weekly basis
at the City Shelter, but there is
NO Volunteer Group. Com-
munity members, businesses
and organizations MUST join
forces to help Perth Amboy’s
animals and that includes the
elected officials.

Perth Amboy Happy Home
Shelter has been working dili-
gently at trying to MAKE a
DIFFERENCE in the City of
Perth Amboy. Unfortunately,
since Perth Amboy is so over-
whelmed with issues affecting
the operation of our city, the
problem of cat overpopula-
tion is being overlooked and
money is being thrown out the
window. There are many ani-
mals being fixed that are then
later killed because no one at
the shelter is promoting adop-
tions. Our PATV Channel
34/46 news station should be
utilized by the City Shelter to
actively promote our pets in
need of homes. During this

2012 election, I'd like to see
the people running our city
to be more proactive and in-
volved in the affairs having to
do with the City Animal Shel-
ter and our great rescue Perth
Amboy Happy Home Shelter.

Question 4: We recent-
ly received some State
monies — what is your
suggestion for use of
this?

I would leave that to the ones
who worked on obtaining the
monies.

Question 6: We are mov-
ing forward with imple-
mentation of Quantum
Learning.

It’s not our role to be train-
ers. But I, as a professional
too, need training to maintain
my license. I hope the teach-
er’s professional development
needs are addressed in Quan-
tum Learning

You didn’t really just ask me that? I
have been told by many experienced
teachers that its a complete waste of
time. It cost the citizens of Perth
Amboy a good deal of money and
I’'m sure it could be used somewhere
else. Look, every day for a teacher
is opening day on Broadway and
you have to be the star. They should
have someone speak to them that do
all the things teachers do like break
up a knife fight or drive a kid home
to find out no on is at home. People
should explain the type of problems
kids have.

I would say bring in a series
of professional speakers. Cre-
ate a culture of learning. Let
teachers network with other
professionals

It’s great. In any field, pro-
fessional development and
new ways, new materials,
new programs; this is what
keeps us on the cutting edge
and modern. We need to do
this in our area even towards
national ideas.

From Israel Varella:
We have a model bilin-
gual program - what
would you do with it?

We are a generally bilingual
community with speech, but
we need to be a bi-literate
community in reading and
writing, in order to compete in
the larger society.

Don’t fix it if it ain’t broke.
But if it is broke - you have to
recognize it.

I would add more varied top-
ics in the bilingual program.
Is there a certain direction that
we want to take education in
Perth Amboy? Perhaps add
business or finance.

It’s obviously needed; so
many come in to the system
at various levels. Closely
monitor and make the tran-
sition period as short as
possible; don’t allow a time
frame that lets people get
comfortable. That can be a
hindrance in becoming pro-
ficient in English. Get them
into the mainstream.

From Obi Gonzalez:
Please describe your po-
sition on charter schools
and vouchers and their
impact on the public
schools

I attended public school until
5th grade; charter school in
junior high and private school
for high school and college.
These schools don’t take away
from us if we are competitive
with the other choices. Right
now, we are not at that com-
petitive edge. We need people
to want to move here and live
here.

I’m afraid vouchers are an ath-
letic thing. In Charter Schools
the kids want to be there; the
parents want the kid to be
there and there’s a breed of
teacher who wants to be there.
This will work but in the Perth
Amboy Public Schools you
have all kinds of kids and this
approach will not work.

I'm not  knowledgeable
enough to explain the impacts
of these schools on the public
schools

These are just other options.
It’s good if there is some-
thing for everyone. Some
need personal attention and
maybe the charter school can
respond to that. And some
charter schools focus on cer-
tain things, like ours focuses
on public service and lead-
ership. Some might focus
on art or math. Perhaps we
could offer something that
the charter schools cannot.

From Mark Carvajal:
The district is going
through a transition —
what would you do to
ease the challenges of
these transitions?

Make people feel like they’re
being heard — that alleviates
stress. Take time for town hall
meetings more frequently to
know what’s really going on.

Don’t change for the sake of
change. And vice versa, find
out what’s working. In teach-
ing, every year is different.
You have to cope with change.

Develop a communications
plan around the key compo-
nents that are coming down.
Explain the value of those
changes.

Open lines of communica-
tion between staff and par-
ents. The revamped website
is great — keep the info flow-
ing and transparent. It reas-
sures all that we are working
toward the betterment of all
and we are open to sugges-
tions.

From Milady Tejeda: If
appointed, what would
your main three priori-
ties be?

To get on sub-committees.
Since I ran, I shifted a little.
Policy, yes, to tweak the sys-
tem to make it work better and
then discipline — which means
a lot of things.

Are students getting the best
education possible? Are
people talking to the teachers
about their problems? Make
sure that everything that goes
on in the classroom is worth-
while.

Understand and support the
Board’s vision, build a strong
system and community rela-
tionships and improve the per-
ception the community has of
education in Perth Amboy and
what would they like to see as
education in Perth Amboy

Proactively seek out parents
and bring them up to speed
nationally and let them know
what they can do; hundreds
of people are affected so
improve staff relations and
more public discussion of the
39 million. Mount a public
campaign around that.

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The Benefits of
Taking the Train

PERTH AMBOY - You can
take the train, which runs
on the NJ Coastal Line, all
the way down to Bay Head,
NIJ. It stops at various beach
towns: Belmar, Point Pleas-
ant and Long Branch, to name
a few.

That means that in the
warmer months, you can go
to the Jersey shore and avoid
all of the Garden State Park-
way traffic, tolls and parking
lot fees once you arrive there!
The train travels North all
the way to Penn Station, 34th
Street in Manhattan. Some
people do not believe when
I tell them that it goes all the
way to NYC! It also stops at
Newark Liberty Airport , so
if you can get by with a carry
on bag or two, you can again
avoid paying anything at all to
park at the airport while you
fly. The train can also bring
you to downtown Newark,
NIJ, very close to the Pruden-
tial Center — The Rock — for
all kinds of sports events and
concerts and also the New
Jersey Performing Arts Cen-
ter (NJPAC) which is either
a brief walk or subway ride
away. You can take the train
to the Secaucus stop and go
to Giants Stadium from there.
Finally, there is even one train
a day that takes you right into
Hoboken — no changing in
Newark Penn needed.

What about cost? If you are
over 62 years of age, you pay
half price, which means that a
roundtrip ticket to New York
Penn Station is just $11.50 for
you. Yes, round trip to NYC
and back for less than $12.00!
Disabled persons travel also
at half price and guess what
— with proper ID, the aides or
assistants of disabled persons
ride for free! Children four
years old and under ride for
free. Children 5 to 11 ride for
half price. During holidays,
from 7 pm the evening of the
Friday before the holiday up
until 6 am the Monday after
a holiday, two children aged

5-11 can ride at no charge ac-
companied by one adult. A
few conductors have told me
there is no charge for uni-
formed military or public safe-
ty staff but I could not verify
this. Monthly rail passes, with
unlimited number of rides al-
lowed during the month, are
available at a rate less than
buying individual tickets.
These rail passes are transfer-
rable to the bus and light rail
systems, all included. Finally,
if you use the train to com-
mute, there is a commuter tax
benefit available for your em-
ployer — up to $230 per month
pre-tax can be utilized for your
rail pass. See the details at
njtransit/taxbenefits.com.

And parking? Parking is free
on Sundays and after 6 pm
Monday thru Saturday. If you
are a resident of Perth Amboy
and also use the train to com-
mute to your job, you can ob-
tain a sticker for your vehicle
that allows you to park at no
costat the lot at the station. Call
the Parking Utility to apply:
732-826-9223. Otherwise,
parking is 25 cents per hour
and the machines take quarters
or one dollar bills only — they
do not take credit cards at this
time, which is very frequently
needed by travelers. There is
plenty of parking available.

In the past month, the loud-
speakers have been fixed so
announcements are audible,
plus there is now a speaker in
the main lobby and also inside
the coffee café. The cafe also
has plenty of train and bus
schedules plus a map of the
entire rail system in NJ, which
comes in handy for many mak-
ing long or multi-line trips.
The list goes on, but these are
some of the main benefits of
utilizing our train station. For
a copy of the entire NJ Coastal
Line timetable and prices, go
to  http://www.njtransit.com/
pdf/rail/RO080.pdf.

After the interviews, Mr.
Carvajal asked if the candi-
dates’ qualifications could be
discussed publicly. He was
told by the Board Attorney
that all four candidates would
have had to have been asked if
this was acceptable and if all
four had said yes in writing,
then that could have occurred.
The President stated that in
the past candidates did not
like this, so these candidates
weren’t asked. Ms. Roman
said we can’t assume based on
experiences of the past. Mr.
Carvajal added he had under-
stood the candidates would
be asked in advance from a
discussion with Mr. Lebreault
and Mr. Leabreault replied that
Mr. Carvajal had ‘dropped it’
to which Mr. Carvajal repeat-
ed his comment; he has under-
stood the candidates would be
asked in advance.

The candidates were called
up to stand before Attorney
Machado.  Apparently, per-
mission to discuss the can-
didates was not given by all
four, although nothing was an-
nounced to this effect. A ten-
minute break was called so that
the Board could go into closed
session for discussion. Mr.
Carvajal asked if anyone who
already knew how they would
like to vote needed to go into
the closed session? He was
told no by Mr. Lebreault, so
various members did not enter

the closed session. The oth-
ers stayed in the auditorium,
chatting amongst themselves.
As soon as the members re-
turned and the public session
resumed, Ms. Obi Gonzalez
nominated Janelle Rodriguez.
With five votes “yes”, Ms. Ro-
driguez won the seat.

Various board members
wanted to make comments at
this point, “It’s difficult to ap-
point someone with so many
issues and criticisms abound-
ing although we are all on the
same page,” said Obi Gonza-
lez. “I would vote for Nina,
who put her money where her
mouth is and actually ran for a
seat and barely lost,” said Ken
Puccio. (By 18 votes! Some-
one called from the audience).
Kurt Rebovich stated that all
candidates had wonderful re-
sumes but he felt tonight’s
decision “...is a disgrace as
Ms. Nieves was fourth runner
up (next in line) the last time
there was a school board elec-
tion”, and added he felt that
“No one up for re-election on
this current board should be
voted for” by the public.

Ms. Rodriguez was sworn in
and took her seat at the board
table. The public comment
period followed and Rev. Mil-
ton Lester, President of the
Perth Amboy Chapter of the
NAACEP, stated that he was of-
fended. “Ms. Nieves had lost
by so few votes last time; she

is the one who the people have
voted for. The people have ex-
pressed their voice.” He add-
ed, “This was a stacked deck.
You all knew who would be in
before you even got here to-
night. I don’t come to Board
meetings because you don’t
represent the people. It eats
my guts!” Comments by Rick
Aviles: “There are no African
American or Latino or Cau-
casian seats here — all of you
work for all of us. You need
to respect the President and
not fight and act like you all
just met each other yester-
day!” Alan Silber said he was
amazed at partial private and
partial public sessions all oc-
curring in one meeting: ‘“You
decided to discuss the candi-
dates in private, yet some of
you were doing it in public,
while others went into private.
Then, you did end up com-
menting on them at length in
public!”
